• In the first 3 months of 2026, CEO assisted 1,609 family members: checks to providers totaled $53,338 
and food to families totaled $35,546.  FUPC donations to CEO totaled $7,061. 

• In April of 2026, CEO distributed $26,316 to assist families: utilities (46.5%), rent (45.8%), clothes (4.2%), 
purchased food (2.8%), prescriptions and other (0.7%).  Donated food with an estimated value of 
$13,260 was also distributed to families. CEO was open for 22 days and assisted 594 family members 
(207 families).
